Industry partners and Iowa Western have established a demand-driven 2 year non-credit certificate
program called the Center of Excellence for Advanced Manufacturing or CEAM. It is designed

to meet and sustain the needs of current and emerging advanced manufacturing companies in
southwest Iowa.

DETAILS

The CEAM program in Harlan is a non-credit certificate
program currently focused on Electro-Mechanical
training. Classroom and lab instruction are centered
around learning theory then transition to practical
application. Students can take the whole program or
just attend a few courses! Student may earn college
credit upon completion of the program.
